AULD, THOMAS G. Master.
Mercantile Marine, "Alastair."”
Died Saturday 6 November 1915.
Commemorated on the Tower Hill Memorial, London.
Thomas was the Master of the 366 ton steamer "Alastair,” was mined and sunk
on Saturday 6 November 1915, with the loss of 7 lives, in the North Sea when
she was 4 miles east from the coast of Southwold, Suffolk, at which time she was
laden with a cargo of burnt ore. Built in 1902, by J. Duthie, Sons & Co.,
Aberdeen, the steamer was operated by J. & W. Henderson, Ltd., of Aberdeen,
Scotland at the time of her loss. The "Alastair" struck a German mine that had
been laid by the German coastal minelaying submarine UC-3, which was
commanded by 28 year old Oberleutnant zur See, Erwin Wabner, who ultimately
was one of the most successful German u-boat commanders of the Great War
with a total of 88 ships sunk or captured, and 5 ships damaged. On Tuesday 5
March 1918, Erwin Wabner was awarded the Pour le Merite for “Outstanding
leadership and distinguished naval planning and successful submarine
operations.” Unlike Thomas and his six crew members who perished with him,
Erwin Wabner survived the Great War, and died on 24 August 1937, aged 50.

BATES, ALBERT HENRY. Corporal, 85266.

6th Howitzer Brigade, Canadian Field Artillery.

Died Tuesday 15 February 1916. Aged 27.

Born Folkestone, Kent 20 January 1889.

Son of George and Annie Bates of 4, Thanet Gardens, Warren Road,
Folkestone, Kent.

Buried Maple Leaf Cemetery, Comines-Warneton, Hainaut, Belgium.

Grave Ref: G. 6.

Commemorated on the Folkestone, Kent, civic war memorial, and on page 51 of
the Canadian First World War Book of Remembrance.

Albert enlisted in the Canadian Expeditionary Force on 1 February 1915 in
Montreal, Canada. At the time of his enlistment, Albert stated that he had served
for 3 years in the Royal Field Artillery, and that he was a serving member of the
5th Royal Highlanders. Albert also stated that he was a Plummer, and named his
mother Annie Bates as his next of kin. At the time of the 1901 census, the Bates
family resided at the address shown above. Head of the house was 45 year old
Hastings, Sussex native George Bates, who was recorded by the enumerator as
being employed as a Boatman. Albert appears to have travelled from
Southampton to Montreal, Canada via Boston U.S.A., on the 9,111 ton Cunard
Line vessel “Ascania,” which had docked at Boston on 11 March 1913. In 1906,
the regiment in which Albert was serving at the tome of enlisting at Montreal, was
designated the 5th Regiment, Royal Highlanders of Canada, and became
formally associated with the Black Watch of the British Army.



BAKER, HARRY CHARLES. Captain.

16th Canadian Scottish (Manitoba).

Died Tuesday 26 September 1916. Aged 40.

Born Folkestone, Kent 20 August 1876.

Husband of Erie Stewart Baker (née Nesbitt) of 45, La Motte Street, St. Helier,
Jersey, Channel Islands.

Commemorated on the Vimy Memorial, Vimy Ridge, Pas de Calais, France, and
on page 49 of the Canadian First World War Book of Remembrance, also on the
Folkestone, Kent civic war memorial.

Harry appears to have been the son of Thomas H. Baker and Julia M. Baker, his
birth was registered in the Elham, Kent Registration District, during the third
qguarter of 1876. At the time of the 1881 census, the Baker family resided at 5,
Beach Street, Folkestone, Kent. Head of the house was 30 year old Thomas H.
Baker who was recorded the census enumerator as being native of Folkestone,
Kent, and employed as a Mariner. Harry stated that he was employed as a
Salesman, and that had served in the South African Campaign (1899-1902),
when he enlisted in the Canadian Expeditionary Force at Calgary, Alberta,
Canada on 28 August 1915. A resident of Calgary, Harry resided at 712
Boulevard North West, at the time of his enlistment in 1915. At the time of signing
his officers’ declaration papers on 8 May 1916, he then resided at 303 Anderson
Apartments, Calgary, at which time his wife Mrs. Erie Stewart Baker, resided at
248 Mandeville Street, Winnipeg, Manitoba, Canada. Harry appears to have
emigrated to Canada in 1906, and had sailed as a passenger onboard the 9,674
ton Canadian Pacific Line vessel “Lake Manitoba” from Liverpool, Lancashire,
and had arrived at Montreal, Quebec, Canada on 5 May 1906.

BAKER, MONTAGUE. Private, 25239.

6th (Service) Battalion, Royal Berkshire Regiment.

Died Saturday 1 July 1916. Aged 20.

Born and resided Folkestone, Kent. Enlisted Dover, Kent.

Son of Mrs. Elizabeth A. Waddell (formerly Baker), (née Burch) of 77 Linden
Crescent, Folkestone, Kent, and of the late George Baker.

Commemorated on the Thiepval Memorial, Somme, France. Pier and Face 11 D,
and on the Folkestone, Kent, civic war memorial.

Formerly Private, 3540, Army Cyclist Corps, and Private, 656, The Buffs (East
Kent Regiment). Montague was posted to France on 25 May 1915. At the time of
the 1901 census, the Baker family resided at 4, Invicta Road, Folkestone, Kent.
Head of the house was 64 year old Kingsnorth, Ashford, Kent, native George
Baker, who was employed as a Carpenter. When Montague fell on the first day of
the ‘Battle of the Somme 1916, his battalion as part of the 53rd Brigade, 18th
(Eastern) Division took part in an attack to the south-west of the village of
Montauban. Positioned opposite the German ‘Casino Point’ machine gun nest,
under which a 5,000 Ib mine was placed, and the battalion advance was carried
out under falling debris from the detonation of the mine. Montague’s death was
one of 351 casualties that were suffered by his battalion on Saturday 1 July 1916
during the capture of the enemy trenches called “Bund” and “Pommiers.”



BALY, JAMES. As commemorated in the parish church of St. Mary and St.
Eanswythe, Folkestone, Kent, appears to be the following officer:-

BALY, CYRIL JAMES PRICE TYSON SUGAR. Lieutenant.

1st Battalion, The Buffs (East Kent Regiment).

Died Friday 15 September 1916. Aged 19.

Born Albrighton, Shropshire.

Eldest son of Florence Jane Baly (née Heath) of The Poplars, The Leys,
Darlaston, Staffordshire, and of the late Price Prichard Baly (Surgeon).
Commemorated on the Thiepval Memorial, Somme, France. Pier and Face 5 D,
and in the Collegiate Church of St. Mary, Warwick, Warwickshire.

At the time of the 1901 census, the Baly family resided at lvy House, High Street,
Albrighton, Shropshire. Head of the house was 39 year old Kentish Town,
London native, Price Prichard Baly, who was recorded by the census enumerator
as being an ‘Own Account’ Medical Practitioner. James was posted to France on
6 August 1915. Cyril's late father; Price Prichard Baly died on 20 October 1911,
aged 49, Cyril is also commemorated on his late fathers’ headstone at Northam,
Bideford, Devon.

BARRETT, CECIL ROY. M.C. Second Lieutenant.

"C" Battery, 113th Brigade, Royal Field Artillery.

Died Monday 25 June 1917. Aged 26.

Born Folkestone, Kent.

Son of William Peard Barrett and Marian Elliott Barrett of "Millfield House," 35,
Cheriton Gardens, Folkestone, Kent.

Buried Reninghelst New Military Cemetery, Reningelst, West-VIaanderen,
Belgium. Grave Ref: Ill. G. 17.

Commemorated on the Folkestone, Kent, civic war memorial, and on page 575 of
the Canadian First World War Book of Remembrance, also in the Bank of
Montreal Book of Rememberance.

Cecil was born at the above address on 30 May 1891. Having been educated at
Sutherland House School, Folkestone, Kent, and at Dover College, Kent, after
completing his education went to Western Canada where he entered the service
of the Bank of Montreal and was employed as a Bank Clerk. He enlisted in the
Canadian Expeditionary Force at Winnipeg, on 8 April 1915 as a Gunner in the
17th Battery, Canadian Field Artillery, and went to England with the Second
Canadian Contingent. While training in England Cecil received his commission
as Second Lieutenant in the Royal Field Artillery, and went to France with his unit
in 1916. The citation for the award of the Military Cross to Cecil reads; “For
conspicuous gallantry and devotion to duty in entering a burning gun-pit amidst
exploding cartridges and rescuing one of his men. He then put out the fire
himself, thus saving the gun from complete destruction, and showing splendid
disregard for danger.” On 25 June 1917, Cecil was instantly killed in action by
enemy shell fire during an artillery exchange of fire.



CLARK, GEORGE H. No trace. Of real concern is that commemorated on the
Folkestone, Kent, civic war memorial, is Private, H.G. CLARK, of The Buffs (East
Kent Regiment), who is probably the same casualty that is commemorated in the
parish church of St. Mary and St. Eanswythe, but with his initials reversed. If
either of the above forms are correct, it would mean that this Folkestone casualty
is not officially commemorated by the CWGC, which might be indicative of having
died post 31 August 1921, but prior to the erection of the civic war memorial.

BROWN-CONSTABLE , JOHN CECIL. Lieutenant.

1st/14th (County of London) Battalion, London Regiment (London Scottish).

Died Saturday 1 July 1916. Aged 26.

Son of the Reverend Albert Edward and Clara Emily Brown Constable, of
"Greet," Mottingham, London.

Buried Gommecourt British Cemetery No.2, Hébuterne, Pas de Calais, France.
Grave Ref: Il. G. 26.

Initially John was reported as “wounded and missing on 2 July 1916,” but later for
official purposes his death was assumed to have occurred on 1 July 1916. John’s
father; the Reverend Albert Edward Brown Constable, spent many years working
in India prior to returning to England and his ‘temporary’ retirement in 1908. On
the first day of the ‘Battle of the Somme 1916,” John’s battalion took part in the
attack on Gommecourt, and was on the right of its division (56th London). From
right to left A, C, B and D Companies advanced. Nearly half of A Company lost
direction in the smoke and went too far south and was caught on uncut wire. The
rest joined C Company in over-running the southern end of the Farmer-Farmyard
stronghold where they started to set up a defensive perimeter. B Company had
problems caused by the destruction wrought by the heavy howitzers. They over-
ran their objective and found themselves in open country and in full view of the
German machine guns beyond. A fighting withdrawal allowed most of the men to
retire to their correct position. D Company was badly inflicted with casualties,
losing many men to the German artillery including a number of officers in front of
the German trenches. They eventually came up against strong German bombing
parties and dug in somewhat detached from the rest of the battalion. Before
retiring to the British line during the evening, the 1st/14th (County of London)
Battalion, London Regiment (London Scottish) suffered a total of 590 casualties.

COURT, FRANK DALE. Lance Corporal, G/293.

6th (Service) Battalion, The Buffs (East Kent Regiment).

Died Saturday 7 October 1916. Aged 24.

Born, enlisted and resided Folkestone, Kent.

Son of Mrs. Fanny Court of 7, Osmonde Road, Folkestone, Kent, and of the late
Edward D. Court.

Commemorated on the Thiepval Memorial, Somme, France. Pier and Face 5 D,
and on the Folkestone, Kent, civic war memorial.

At the time of the 1901 census, the Court family resided at 27, North Street,
Folkestone, Kent. Head of the house was 43 year old Folkestone native Edward
D. Court, who was employed as a Gardener.



DOWN, ALBERT. It has not been possible to access any clear matching
commemoration data appertaining to Albert's death via the CWGC
commemorations, Royal Navy records, Soldiers Died in the Great War,
Australian, Canadian, or New Zealand records etcetera. The probable best
match found for Albert prior to his demise, was what appears to be an entry on
the 1901 census, when the enumerator recorded a 6 year old Folkestone native
Albert Down, who was residing with his parents; Henry and Maria Down, at 31,
Darlington Street, Folkestone, Kent.

DRUMMOND, NIGEL FELTON. Captain.

6th (Reserve) Battalion, King's Royal Rifle Corps, attached to the 1st Battalion,
King's Royal Rifle Corps.

Died Wednesday 20 December 1916.

Born 2 February 1895.

Son of Lieutenant-Colonel Arthur Berkeley Drummond and Mrs. Edith Charlotte
Drummond (née Lambert).

Buried Coulonvillers Communal Cemetery, Somme, France. Grave Ref: Grave 7.
Commemorated at Mill Mead School, Sutton Road, St. Giles, Shrewsbury,
Shropshire.

ELLIS, GEORGE CRUMBY. Private, G/5325.

“D” Company, 8th (Service) Battalion, The Buffs (East Kent Regiment).

Died Sunday 3 September 1916.

Born 28 Dover Street, Folkestone, Kent 11 August 1891.

Resided Folkestone, Kent. Enlisted Dover, Kent.

Son of Mrs. Jane Ellis (née Stickles) of 13 Thanet Gardens, Folkestone, Kent,
and of the late John Stephen Crowfoot Ellis.

Commemorated on the Thiepval Memorial, Somme, France. Pier and Face 5 D,
and on the Folkestone, Kent civic war memorial.

George enlisted in the army for the ‘Duration of the war’ on 4 January 1915, at
which time he stated that he was 23 years and 143 days old, employed as a
Gardner, and residing at 2a, Folly Cottages, Folkestone, Kent with his mother
who he named as his next of kin. On 8 January 1915, George was posted to the
9th (Reserve) Battalion, The Buffs (East Kent Regiment). On 7 October 1915 he
was posted to France as a member of the 8th (Service) Battalion of his regiment
which was in the 17th Brigade, 24th Division. Having moved from Pommiers
Redoubt, located between the Somme villages of Mametz and Montauban on the
last day of August 1916, George’ s battalion moved into a support line at Delville
Wood near the village of Longueval the following day. “D” Company, 8th
(Service) Battalion, The Buffs (East Kent Regiment), moved forward on 2
September whilst it was on loan to the 72nd Brigade, 24th Division, and in
support of the 9th (Service) Battalion, East Surrey Regiment, and during which
time it sustained heavy casualties as the result of accurate enemy shell fire. At
noon on the day that George was killed in action, his battalion attacked a
German position called Wood Lane Trench, but the attack failed. After regrouping
the battalion launched another assault on the same position at 1600 hours, but



that too failed. Unfortunately it has not been possible to ascertain exactly when,
where or how George was actually killed on Sunday 3 September 1916.
George’s late father, who was employed as a Harbour Porter at Folkestone, was
a native of Ramsgate, Isle of Thanet, Kent, died at 31, Great Fenchurch Street,
Folkestone, Kent on 22 June 1903, aged 52. Aged 88, George’s mother who was
a native of Dover, Kent, died at Hill House, Lyminge, Kent on 21 February 1939.

ENGLISH, NATHANIEL JOSEPH. Master.

Mercantile Marine, "Fenay Lodge."

Died Wednesday 7 March 1917. Aged 41.

Son of the late John and Sarah English of Folkestone, Kent.

Husband of Annie Proudfoot (formerly English), (née Berwick) of 44, Malone
Avenue, Belfast, Northern Ireland.

Commemorated on the Tower Hill Memorial, London, and on the Harvey
Grammar School, Folkestone, Great War memorial plaque, also on the
Folkestone, civic war memorial. On the latter form of his rememberance and
commemoration, Nathaniel is eroniously names as a Captain in the Royal Navy.
The 3,223 ton steamer SS Fenay Lodge was built in 1904 by J. L. Thompson &
Sons, Ltd., of Sunderland, and at the time of her loss she was operated by the
Fenay SS. Co., Ltd. (C. Cockcroft, Jnr.), London. Whilst en-route from Mobile,
Alabama, USA, to the port of Cherbourg, France, laden with a cargo of pit props
Nathaniel’'s ship was torpedoed on Tuesday 6 March 1917, and eventually sunk
by the German uboat U-44 which was commanded by 32 vyear old
Kapitanleutnant Paul Wagenfihr. The torpedo struck Nathaniel's ship on the
starboard side; and he ordered the crew into the boats, and they then pulled
away from the stricken ship for about half an hour, with the water breaking over
them, when, partially hidden in the mist, the U-44 came into view and opened fire
on the deserted ship, shortly afterwards both the U-44 and the SS Fenay Lodge
were lost to sight. There were twenty-seven persons in the SS Fenay Lodge, all
of whom were British except for a Dutchman and a Russian. In two boats they
drifted head to sea in the bitter weather for the rest of the day, Tuesday, and all
that night, and the morning of Wednesday. Then, towards noon, they sighted a
steamship; pulled towards her, making signals of distress, and were taken on
board. She was a French ship, the Ohio. The castaways had scarce shifted into
dry clothing and eaten and drunk, when the Ohio was struck by a torpedo. She
went down in three minutes. Half an hour after the people of the SS Fenay Lodge
had been picked up they were again adrift. Five of the people from the SS Fenay
Lodge were drowned in the sinking of the Ohio, including Nathaniel. Responsible
for sinking 72,332 tons of allied shipping, whilst sinking or damaging a total of 25
ships, the U-44 was eventually rammed by H.M.S. Oracle off southern Norway
on Sunday 12 August.1917, and was sunk with all hands including
Kapitanleutnant Paul Wagenfihr.

Eanswythe, Folkestone, Kent, appears to be the following local soldier:-

FINN, WALTER HENRY. Private, G/48888.

2nd Battalion, Royal Fusiliers, (City of London Regiment).

Died Tuesday 9 October 1917.

Born, enlisted and resided Folkestone, Kent.

Commemorated on the Tyne Cot Memorial, Zonnebeke, West-Vlaanderen,
Belgium. Panel 30, and on the Folkestone, Kent civic war memorial.

Walter was possibly the son of Edmund and Alice R. Finn, who at the time of the
1901 census resided at the Pavilion Laundry, Park Farm, Folkestone, Kent,
where Edmund was employed as the Manager. Walter was recorded by the
enumerator as being a 19 year old Labourer.

FRANCIS, WILLIAM WALTER. Private, L/7835.

2nd Battalion, The Buffs (East Kent Regiment).

Died Sunday 25 March 1915. Aged 29.

Born Gosport, Hampshire. Enlisted Dover, Kent. Resided Folkestone, Kent.

Son of Harry and Eliza Francis.

Husband of Mary Alice Darling (formerly Francis), of Grafty Green, Sandway,
Maidstone, Kent.

Buried Bailleul Communal Cemetery, Nord, France. Grave Ref: J. 46.
Commemorated on the Folkestone, Kent civic war memorial.

At the time of the 1901 census, the Francis family resided at 8, New Street,
Dover, Kent. Head of the house was 44 year old Liphook, Hampshire native
Harry Francis, who was employed as a Harbour Diver. A regular soldier, William
had been serving with the 1st Battalion, The Buffs (East Kent Regiment), at
Fermoy, County Cork, Ireland, at the commencement of the Great War. After
leaving Ireland, and then spending time at Cambridge, William’s battalion moved
to Southampton on 7 September 1914. The battalion embarked on the SS
Minneapolis, and sailed for France on September 1914, and arrived at the busy
French port of Harve the next day. Unfortunately it has not been possible to
ascertain when, where or how William was mortally wounded. It has also not
been possible at the time of compiling these brief commemorations, to determine
when William was transferred to serve in the 2nd Battalion, The Buffs (East Kent
Regiment) which had arrived on the Western Front in mid January 1915. Prior to
moving to Grafty Green, having married Horace E. Darling in the summer of
1916, William’s widow resided at 7, Linden Street, Folkestone, Kent, which is
where she was residing when she submitted a formal application on 9 April 1919
for William’s 1914 Star, which also had the date clasp, and which is commonly
referred to as “The Mons Star.”
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FRENCH, NOEL. Sapper, 143718.

20th Army Troops Company, Royal Engineers.

Died Wednesday 8 August 1917. Aged 24.

Born Southwark, Surrey. Enlisted Sheldwich, Faversham, Kent. Resided
Smarden, Ashford, Kent.

Son of Noel and Florence Fanny French (née French) of Bouverie Chambers, 4,
Bouverie Road East, Folkestone, Kent.

Buried Bleuet Farm Cemetery, Elverdinge, West-Vlaanderen, Belgium.

Grave Ref: I. E. 29.

Commemorated on the Smarden, Ashford, Kent, civic war memorial, and on the
Folkestone, Kent civic war memorial.

At the time of the 1901 census, the French family resided at 25, Cannon Road,
Bickley, Bromley, Kent. Head of the house was 40 year old Chelsfield, Kent,
native Noel French (senior), who was employed as a Carpenter.

GREEN, ARTHUR P. Although the Commonwealth War Graves Commission
commemorates only one matching casualty, SDGW revealed that another
casualty shown by his initials on the excellent CWGC ‘Dept of Honour,” Also had
matching Christian and surnames, but no positive connection for either was
made with the parish church of St. Mary and St. Eanswythe, or indeed with any
other location in the county of Kent.
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GOSCHEN, CHRISTOPHER GERARD. Captain.

4th Battalion, Grenadier Guards attached to the Special Reserve.

Died Monday 25 September 1916. Aged 35.

Born 24, Hyde park Street, London 15 may 1881.

Son of Henry and Augusta E. Goschen (née Shakerley) of Knotley Hall, Leigh,
Tonbridge, Kent, and of 25, Rutland Gate, London, W.

Buried Guards Cemetery, Lesboeufs, Somme, France.

Grave Ref: Plot IX. Row A. Grave 3.

Commemorated at Eton School, Berkshire, and at Balliol College, Oxford.

At the time of the 1901 census, the Goschen family resided at 24, Sussex
gardens, Chelsea. Head of the house was 63 year old Eltham, Kent, native
Henry and Augusta E. Goschen, who was a Banker. The then aged Christopher
was at home on the night of the census, and was recorded by the enumerator as
a 19 year old Oxford, Undergraduate. Christopher joined the Grenadier Guards in
September 1914 as a Second Lieutenant, and was posted to France on 17
December 1914. Christopher was a member of the Stock Exchange, and the
following is an extract from the Stock Exchange Memorial Book:-

“CAPTAIN CHRISTOPHER GERARD GOSCHEN, son of Henry Goschen of
Addington, Surrey, was born in 1881 and educated at Eton and Balliol College,
Oxford, where he graduated in 1903. He was called to the Bar in 1905, but
relinquished his work there after a few years to enter the Stock Exchange, of
which he became a Member in the Spring of 1910. He joined the firm of Cohen,
Laming, Goschen and Co. in that year and remained with them until the outbreak
of war, when he obtained a commission in the Grenadier Guards and went to the
Front shortly before Christmas, 1914. During the months that followed he took
part in the fighting at Festubert and Neuve Chapelle and in some of the most
arduous operations in the Ypres Salient and elsewhere. Soon after he was
promoted to a captaincy in the 4th Battalion. He was twice wounded. On the
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second occasion he was so anxious to get back to the Front that he refused the
sick leave that was offered to him. He rejoined his regiment on 24 September
1916 and was killed on the following day while leading his men in a very severe
action during the battle of the Somme. His Commanding Officer wrote: “Chris's
loss to the regiment is indeed a great one. He was loved by his brother officers
and esteemed and respected by his men. He has done extremely well and | have
rarely seen a man who took hold of the hearts of all with whom he was
associated like he did. His place amongst us will not easily be filled.” A brother
officer concludes a letter about him by saying “he was one of the best and truest
of English gentlemen, was so straight and an example to the younger ones.”

HALL , THOMAS CROSDER. Rifleman, 553159.

1st/16th (County of London) Battalion, London Regiment (Queen's Westminster
Rifles).

Died Sunday 8 April 1917. Aged 19.

Born, enlisted and resided Folkestone, Kent.

Son of Thomas C. and C. A. Hall of 11, Limes Road, Folkestone, Kent.

Buried Warlincourt Halte British Cemetery, Saulty, Pas de Calais, France.

Grave Ref: VI. J. 7.

Commemorated on the Harvey Grammar School, Folkestone, Kent, Great War
memorial plaque, and on the Folkestone, civic war memorial.

Formerly Private, 6658, 1st/16th (County of London) Battalion, London Regiment
(Queen's Westminster Rifles).

HARDMAN, WALLACE. Private, 1991.

1st (City of London) Battalion, London Regiment (Royal Fusiliers).

Died Friday 15 September 1916. Aged 21.

Born and resided West Ealing. Enlisted Handel Street.

Son of Catherine Hardman (née Blundell) of The Laurels, Edgehill Road, Ealing,
London, and the late Thomas Sunter Hardman.

Buried Combles Communal Cemetery Extension, Somme, France.

Grave Ref: VII. G. 40.

At the time of the 1901 census when the Hardman family resided at the above
address, the then 6 year old ‘Wallace’ was recorded by the enumerator as being
Thomas W.B. Hardman. Possibly the initial W stood for Wallace, and the B
signified the Christian name Blundell. Wallace was probably the name by which
he was known by all and sundry. Head of the house was 39 year old Bolton,
Lancashire, native Thomas Sunter Hardman, who was an Upholsterer employed
by Maples & Co. Unfortunately no Folkestone, Kent, connection has been found
for the family, and as such the name on the roll of honour within the church might
be an error. Whilst carrying out the ongoing research of the casualties who are
commemorated on the Folkestone civic war memorial, Sergeant William Charles
Hardiman of the Royal Sussex Regiment was found, and whilst only a theory, it is
of course possible that the similarity between the two surnames etcetera, has
resulted in the wrong casualty being honoured at the parish church of St. Mary
and St. Eanswythe, at Folkestone.
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HEYWOOD, ROBERT MYLES. Lieutenant.

3rd (Reserve) Battalion, The Buffs (East Kent Regiment).

Died Monday 15 February 1915. Aged 31.

Born Manchester, Lancashire 1 February 1884.

Only child of Robert and Annabel Crook Heywood of Hales Hall, Cheadle,
Staffordshire.

Husband of Barbara Heywood (née De Hoghton) of Hoghton Tower, Preston,
Lancashire.

Buried Poperinghe Old Military Cemetery, Poperinge, West-Vlaanderen,
Belgium. Grave Ref: Il. N. 55.

Commemorated in the parish church of St. Peter and St. Paul, Charlton, Dover,
Kent, and on the Kingsley, Staffordshire, civic war memorial, also in Christ
Church Cathedral, Oxford, Oxfordshire.

Robert was gazetted as a Second Lieutenant in The Buffs (East Kent Regiment)
in September 1914. In 1926 his widow married Richard Leveson Vernon, of
Llanegoyn, Merionethshire, Wales. Robert was a brother-in-law of Vere De
Hoghton, who is the next casualty briefly commemorated below.

Died between Monday 11 October 1915 and Wednesday 13 October 1915.

Second surviving son of Lieutenant-Colonel Sir James and Lady Aimie Jean De
Hoghton (née Grove) of Hoghton Tower, Preston, Lancashire.

Husband of Mrs. Alice Dorothy Patience Eccles (formerly De Hoghton) (née
Hollins) of Bilsborough Hall, Preston, Lancashire.

Commemorated on the Loos Memorial, Pas de Calais, France. Panel 31, and in
the parish church of St. Peter and St. Paul, Charlton, Dover, Kent, also in St.
James Parish Church, St. James Square, Grimsby, Lincolnshire, and on the
North Thorsby, Lincolnshire, civic war memorial.
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Vere was educated at Harrow School. He had been gazetted as a Second
Lieutenant in the 2nd Battalion, Lincolnshire Regiment from the Militia on 5
January 1901. On 25 June 1904, Vere was promoted to a lieutenant and served
for nine years in India with his regiment. He served as the Adjutant of the 5th
(Territorial Force) Battalion, Lincolnshire Regiment from 15 January 1913 until
his death, having been promoted to the rank of Captain on 15 January 1913. He
was Kkilled in action during the attack on the Hohenzollern Redoubt near Auchy-
les-Mines, Pas de Calais, France, by his battalion during the battle of Loos. The
1st/5th (Territorial Force) Battalion, Lincolnshire Regiment was part of the 46th
(North Midland) Division (Territorial Force), and on Friday 13 October 2006 a
memorial was dedicated and unveiled to the officers and other ranks of the
division who fell at the Hohenzollern Redoubt on Wednesday 13 October 1915.
The land for the Memorial was generously gifted by the local farmer, Monsieur
Michel Dedourge. Hoghton Tower has been the home of the de Hoghton family
since the time of the Norman Conquest. The de Hoghton family are descended
directly from Harvey de Walter who was one of the companions of William the
Conqueror, and through the female line from the Lady Godiva of Coventry, wife
of Leofric, Earl of Mercia. Vere's father had served as Major and Lieutenant-
Colonel in the Lincolnshire Regiment, and there is a very tangible link to the
Folkestone area of Kent, as he was the Commandant/Senior Instructor at the
School of Musketry at Hythe in 1892 and 1893.

HUDSON, ALBAN JOHN BENEDICT. M.C. Lieutenant.

"B" Company, 3rd Battalion, Worcestershire Regiment.

Died Wednesday 7 June 1916. Aged 27.

Born Oxford.

Son of Reverend Charles Henry Bickerton Hudson M.A. and of Mrs. Caroline H.
Bickerton Hudson of Holy Rood, St. Giles, Oxford, Oxfordshire.

Buried Lone Tree Cemetery (Spanbroekmolen), Wijtschate, West-Vlaanderen,
Belgium. Grave Ref: I. B. 1.

Commemorated at Malvern Priory, Worcestershire, and in the parish church of
St. Mary, Wick, Worcestershire, also in the Chapel of Wyke Manor, Pershore,
Worcestershire.

Alban was a Commoner of Magdalen College Oxford. He served in “A”
Company, 11th Battalion, Worcestershire Regiment in Salonika, and the 3rd
Battalion of the regiment on the Western Front, and was awarded the Military
Cross for an attack on enemy trenches on 2 May 1917, during which a German
machine gun was captured. Two of Alban’s cousins, Arthur and Aubrey Hudson
who were the sons of Lieutenant-Colonel and Mrs. A. H. Hudson, of Wick House,
Pershore, Worcestershire, were also killed in the Great War, whilst serving with
the 2nd Battalion, Worcestershire Regiment on 22 September 1914, and with the
11th (Service) Battalion, Royal Fusiliers (City of London Regiment) on 2 October
1916 respectively. Alban’s parents, who owned a large amount of land in the
area, later resided at Wyke Manor, Pershore, Worcestershire, where an
alabaster monument in the form of a recumbent effigy of Alban on a quatrefoiled
tomb-chest was installed in the chapel.
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LAKE , JAMES ARTHUR. Lance Corporal, L/9878.

Commemorated on the Ploegsteert Memorial, Comines-Warneton, Hainaut,
Belgium. Panel 2, and on the Folkestone, Kent, civic war memorial.

James’s brother Joseph; who is recorded below fell the day after James, but he
is not commemorated in the parish church of St. Mary & St. Eanswythe.

At the time of his death, Joseph, who was a regular soldier had completed seven
army years service.

LORD, WILLIAM AKERS. 2nd Steward, 891639.

Mercantile Marine Reserve, H.M.S. Riviera.

Died Wednesday 8 November 1916.

Born Saltwood, Hythe, Kent.

Son of Annie Eleanor Lord (née Le Gros) of 157, Seabrook Road, Hythe, Kent,
and the late Richard Henry Lord.

Commemorated on the Plymouth Naval Memorial. Panel 20, and on the
Folkestone, Kent, civic war memorial, also on the Hythe, Kent, civic war
memorial. William is also commemorated on the South Eastern & Chatham
Railway war memorial located at the former Marine Station, Dover, Kent.

At the time of the 1901 census, the Lord family resided at 8, Invicta Terrace,
Cheriton, Folkestone, Kent. Head of the house was 41 year old Annie Eleanor
Lord who was a widowed native of Jersey, Channel Islands, living on her own
means. Prior to his war service, William had been employed as an Assistant
Steward by the Marine Department of the South Eastern & Chatham Railway.
Although he was a member of the crew of the 1,783 ton H.M.S. Riviera, there is
every indication that Willlam was on passage on the 1,027 ton Tribal class
destroyer H.M.S. Zulu, when she was mined on 27 October 1916 off the coast of
Dover. The stern of the ship was blown off during by the exploding mine and
sank, but the forward section remained afloat. It was towed into port and
attached to the stern of H.M.S. Nubian which had been torpedoed, to construct a
new destroyer which was aptly named H.M.S. Zubian. In view of the date of that
H.M.S. Zulu was mined and the date of William’'s death, it would seem
reasonable to assume that he died of injuries received on 27 October 1916.
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LYALL , RICHARD LAWTON. Lance Corporal, 10214.

3rd Battalion, Canadian Infantry (Central Ontario Regiment).

Died 17 June 1915. Aged 20.

Born Toronto, Ontario, Canada 31 July 1894.

Commemorated on the Vimy Memorial, Vimy Ridge, Pas de Calais, France, and
on page 25 of the Canadian First World War Book of Remembrance. Richard is
also commemorated on a Great War Memorial Tablet at Upper Canada College,
Toronto, Ontario, Canada.

Richard enlisted in the Canadian Expeditionary Force at Valcartier, Quebec,
Canada on 22 September 1914. At the time of enlisting at Valcartier, Richard
stated that he was employed as a Shipper, that he had 3 years previous Military
experience, and named C. W. Lyall as his next of kin, who resided at 24, Bernard
Avenue, Toronto, Ontario, Canada. Richard fell at Givenchy-en-Gohelle, France.

MAJOR, RONALD. Private, 467525.

7th Battalion, Canadian Infantry (British Columbia Regiment).

Died Saturday 9 September 1916.

Born Folkestone, Kent. Enlisted Edmonton, Alberta, Canada, 1 December 1915.
Commemorated on the Vimy Memorial, Vimy Ridge, Pas de Calais, France, and
on the Stanford, Kent, civic war memorial, also on the Folkestone, Kent, civic war
memorial, and on the Harvey Grammar School, Folkestone, Great War memorial
plaque. Ronald is also commemorated on page 131 of the Canadian First World
War Book of Remembrance.

Formerly served for 3 years in the Surrey Mounted Rifles.

MARSHALL , ALBERT (JOHN). Private, 800376.

30th (City of London) Battalion, London Regiment (Royal Fusiliers).

Attached to the 2nd Battalion, Royal Fusiliers (City of London Regiment).

Died 13 April 1918.

Born Folkestone, Kent. Enlisted and resided Paddington, London.
Commemorated on the Ploegsteert Memorial, Berks Cemetery Extension,
Comines-Warneton, Hainaut, Belgium. Panel 11.

Formerly Private, 8004, 3rd (City of London) Battalion, London Regiment (Royal
Fusiliers).

MARWOOD, WILLIAM GEORGE. Ordinary Seaman, J/24548.

Royal Navy, H.M.S. Albion.

Died Thursday 15 July 1915. Aged 18.

Born Lyminge, Kent 8 January 1897.

Buried Malta (Capuccini) Naval Cemetery, Malta, G.C.

Grave Ref: Protestant 260.

Commemorated on the Folkestone, Kent, civic war memorial.

William’s death on the island of Malta was as the result of an illness, as opposed
to having been killed in action or died of wounds etcetera.
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MEADE, ROBERT (PERCY). Second Lieutenant.

13th Battalion, Rifle Brigade.

Died 11 July 1916. Aged 20.

Born Earsham, Norfolk.

Son of Captain John Percy Meade and Helena Frances Meade (née Walsh) of
Earsham Hall, Norfolk.

Commemorated on the Thiepval Memorial, Somme, France. Pier and Face 16 B
and 16 C, and on the Earsham, Norfolk civic war memorial.

At the time of the 1901 census, the Meade family resided at the above address
where Robert's 53 year old father; John Percy Meade who was a native of
Yoxford, Saxmundham, Suffolk, was the head of the house. He was recorded by
the census enumerator as being a Deputy Lieutenant, and a Magistrate. Robert
is the sole matching casualty commemorated by the Commonwealth War Grave
Commission. Regretably no connection with Folkestone at all has been found for
Robert or his family.

Formerly 3rd Battalion, London Scottish. Served in France from 26 December
1916, and prior to his death had been present at Arras, Vimy Ridge, Beaumetz
and Messines. William’s mother died in October 1914, aged 46. His father who
was a retired Ophthalmic Surgeon died on 20 March 1942. William’s grandfather;
Sir William John Menzies J.P. founded The Scottish American Investment
Company Limited in Edinburgh in March 1873.

MUNDAY, CHARLES EDWARD. Private, 37419.

Died Sunday 27 May 1917. Aged 36.

Buried Dickebusch New Military Cemetery Extension, Dikkebus, West-
Vlaanderen, Belgium. Grave Ref: Ill. A. 27.

Commemorated on the Folkestone, Kent civic war memorial.

Prior to his military service, Charles had been one of the bell ringers at the parish
church of St. Mary and St. Eanswythe, Folkestone.
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NOYES, CHARLES HENRY CRISPIN. Sergeant, 213949.

155th Squadron, Royal Air Force.

Died Tuesday 3 December 1918. Aged 21.

Son of George Crispin Noyes and Elizabeth Noyes (née Hackman) of 8,
Claremont Road, Folkestone, Kent.

Buried Folkestone Old Cemetery. Grave Ref: A. 441.

Commemorated on the Harvey Grammar School, Folkestone, Kent, Great War
memorial plaque, and on the Folkestone, Kent civic war memorial.

PARSONS, ALFRED HENRY. Captain.

Commemorated on the Folkestone, Kent civic war memorial.

Jeffery was educated at Uppingham School, Rutland, which is where he was
residing as a Boarder at the time of the 1901 census. He had intended to make
the army his career on the completion of his education, and to become an officer,
but his hopes of doing so were dashed as the result of failing his medical
examination. The medical examiner had made the decision to reject Jeffery, due
to him having defective eyesight, and also considered him to be to delicate for
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army life. In September 1914, Jeffery enlisted as a Private in the Public School
and University Corps. His time spent as a Private was for only a short duration,
as he was gazetted as a Second Lieutenant in the 2nd Battalion, King's Own
Scottish Borderers on Boxing Day 1914. In September 1915, he was promoted to
the rank of Lieutenant, and took part in the ‘Battle of Loos.” On Thursday 27
January 1916, Jeffery was bandaging one of his men that had been wounded
during an attack by his battalion on the Hohenzollern Redoubt near Auchy-les-
Mines, Pas de Calais, France, when he too was wounded. Jeffery was evacuated
to Noeux-les-Mines, Pas de Calais, where he died the following day at the No. 37
Casualty Clearing Station. Following his death; Jeffery’s Commanding officer the
following letter of condolence to his father, who was the Mayor of Folkestone
from 1913 to 1919, “He was universally beloved, both officers and men loved
him, and he made his mark on the battalion, and indeed outside, and his loss will
be irreparable to me.” A brother officer wrote, “Dear old jerry, we all loved him so
much, with his quaint mannerisms which were part of his loving self; he was,
above all, a very fine officer when on duty in the trenches; never a minute late
when his turn came for duty, often taking other peoples watches.” Jeffery’s
father; Sir Stephen Penfold died on 9 January 1925.

PENFOLD, STEPHEN J. No trace. As commemorated on the St. Mary and St.
Eanswythe, Great War roll of honour. It would appear that Stephen is numbered
amongst the thousands on Commonwealth casualties from both world wars who
are still not commemorated by the Commonwealth War Graves Commission.
More detailed and in-depth additional research is being carried out on him, and if
found to be amongst the latter number, we will construct a case for submission to
the CWGC, in an attempt to get him at long last officially commemorated.

Born Charlton, Dover Kent. Enlisted and resided Dover, Kent.

Son of the late Richard John and Mary Ann Prescott (née Bartlett) of 1 Tower
Hill, Dover, Kent.

Brother of Miss Annie Grace Prescott of 12, Black Lion Lane, Hammersmith,
London.

Commemorated on the Thiepval Memorial, Somme, France. Pier and Face 8 C 9
A or 16 A, and on the Dover, Kent, civic war memorial.

Formerly Private, 11024, 3rd (King’'s Own) Hussars.
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PRIOR, WILLIAM. Private, G/414609.

Panel 49,
and on the Folkestone, Kent, civic war memorial.

Formerly Private, 4146, The Buffs (East Kent Regiment).

PUTTEE, ARTHUR ALFRED. Lance Corporal, 593441.

1st/18th (County of London) Battalion, London Regiment (London Irish Rifles).
Died Wednesday 22 August 1917.

Born, enlisted and resided Folkestone, Kent.

Husband of Gertrude Agnes Higgins (formerly Puttee) of 1, Wood Avenue,
Folkestone, Kent.

Commemorated on the Menin Gate, leper, West-Vlaanderen, Belgium. Panel 54,
and on the Folkestone, Kent civic war memorial.

Formerly Private, 4609, The Buffs (East Kent Regiment), Private, 6277, 1st/18th
(County of London) Battalion, London Regiment (London Irish Rifles).

RICHARDSON, WILLIAM. No clear trace at this time. It was noted however
whilst carrying out the ongoing research and transcribing the casualties who are
commemorated on the Folkestone civic war memorial for inclusion on this
website, that one of the Great War casualties is a W.H.RICHARDSON, who is
possibly the same casualty who is commemorated on the St. Mary and St.
Eanswythe, Great War roll of honour.

Canadian Field Artillery.

Died Sunday 4 June 1916.

Born Folkestone, Kent 19 August 1895.

Son of the Reverend Charles Joseph Ridsdale and of Mrs. Rosamund P.
Ridsdale (née Woodward) of St. Peters Vicarage, East Cliff, Folkestone, Kent.
Buried Railway Dugouts Burial Ground, leper, West-Vlaanderen, Belgium.

Grave Ref: VI. D. 23.

Commemorated on page 154 of the Canadian First World War Book of
Remembrance, and on the Folkestone, Kent, civic war memorial.

When Robert enlisted at St. John, New Brunswick, Canada, on 21 July 1915, he
named his mother as his next of kin, and stated that he was a Ranchman.
Robert’s father was the Vicar of St. Peter's, Folkestone, from 1868 until 1923,
prior to which he worked as the Curate of his eventual father-in-law the Reverend
Matthew Woodward, of whom brief reference was made prior to these
transcriptions. In 1876, Robert’s father caused a great deal of controversy as the
result of the form that he took whilst carrying out communion services, which led
to his appearance at the Lower Court: Arches Court of Canterbury.

Panel 28,
and on page 156 of the Canadian First World War Book of Remembrance.

When Eustace enlisted in the Canadian Expeditionary Force at Vancouver, On
12 November 1914, he named his mother as his next of kin, and stated that he
was a Mechanical Engineer. After being educated at Burstow School, Horley,
Surrey, and Highgate School, London, Eustace went to Canada where he settled
and became a Farmer. Following his death, a Captain in his battalion wrote a
letter of condolence to Eustace’s family, an extract of which said that “he died
very bravely, having volunteered to deliver a message involving great risk; this he
did, and a few hours after was killed by a shell while holding a crater.” At the time
of his death on the night of 19/20 April 1916, Eustace’s battalion was in action at
St. Eloi, Belgium. It was noted by the transcriber of these brief commemorations,
that at the time of the 1891 census when the Rooff family resided at Islington,
that Eustace’s 32 year old father Pelham Hales Rooff was recorded by the
enumerator as being the head of the house, but following Eustace’s death, his
late father was shown as having been a member of the London Stock Exchange.

DE SATGE, FREDERICK GORDON. Captain.

1st Battalion, King's Royal Rifle Corps, attached to the 7th (Service) Battalion,
King's Royal Rifle Corps.

Died Friday 15 September 1916.

Born 88 Sloan Street, Chelsea, London 2 July 1883.

Son of the late Oscar John de Satgé and of Mrs. Beatrice Elizabeth de Satgé
(née Fletcher).

Commemorated on the Thiepval Memorial, Somme, France.

Pier and Face 13 A and 13 B.

Frederick had formerly served as a Lieutenant in the 4th Battalion, King's Royal
Rifle Corps, and was posted to France on 26 July 1915. All correspondence
appertaining to Frederick’'s medals was sent to Mrs. Dinwiddy of “Fairview,”
Osborne Road, South Farnborough. Having earlier resided at Bridge,
Canterbury, Kent, by the time of the 1901 census the de Satgé family resided at
“Elysee,” Shorncliffe Road, Folkestone, Kent. Head of the house was 64 year old
Oscar de Satgé, who was recorded by the enumerator as being a British Subject,
born in Switzerland, and as being a retired Australian Sheep Farmer. Oscar John
de Satgé was born in Switzerland on 20 November 1836. He arrived in
Melbourne, Victoria in 1853, and then had moved north to the Darling Downs in
1854. He was a squatter and Member of the Legislative Assembly, representing
Clermont from 1869 - 1870 and 1870 - 1872, Normanby 1873 - 1877 and Mitchell
1881 - 1882.
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SENIOR, HUGH. No trace. As commemorated on the St. Mary and St.
Eanswythe, Great War roll of honour. It would appear that Hugh is numbered
amongst the thousands on Commonwealth casualties from both world wars who
are still not commemorated by the Commonwealth War Graves Commission.
More detailed and in-depth additional research is being carried out on him, and if
found to be amongst the latter number, we will construct a case for submission to
the CWGC, in an attempt to get him at long last officially commemorated.

SHAW, LIONEL. Private, 721606.

24th (County of London) Battalion, London Regiment (The Queen’s).

Died Friday 15 September 1916. Aged 19.

Born Camberwell. Enlisted Kennington. Resided Peckham.

Son of Arthur and Madeline Shaw of 42, Azenby Road, Peckham, London.
Buried Adanac Military Cemetery, Miraumont, Somme, France.

Grave Ref: VII. B. 40.

At the time of the 1901 census, the Shaw family resided at the above address.
Head of the house was 40 year old Camberwell native Arthur Shaw, who was
employed as a Builders Foreman. It has not been possible to find any tangible
link to Folkestone for Lionel, and as such the above should be viewed with
caution by anybody at some point in the future, whilst carrying out more detailed
and in-depth research based on this information.

SIMMONDS, HERBERT A. No trace. As commemorated on the St. Mary and St.
Eanswythe, Great War roll of honour. It would appear that Herbert is numbered
amongst the thousands on Commonwealth casualties from both world wars who
are still not commemorated by the Commonwealth War Graves Commission.
More detailed and in-depth additional research is being carried out on him, and if
found to be amongst the latter number, we will construct a case for submission to
the CWGC, in an attempt to get him at long last officially commemorated.

SIMPSON, WILLIAM ERNEST. Private, 2249.

2nd Battalion, The Buffs (East Kent Regiment).

Died Tuesday 11 July 1916. Aged 22.

Born Christchurch, Folkestone, Kent. Enlisted Dover, Kent. Resided Folkestone,
Kent.

Son of Mary Ann Simpson of 25, St. Michael Street, Folkestone, Kent, and of the
late William Ernest Simpson.

Buried St. Sever Cemetery, Rouen, Seine-Maritime, France.

Grave Ref: A. 25. 33.

Commemorated on the Folkestone, Kent, civic war memorial.

At the time of the 1901 census, William his sister Lilly, and their 34 year old
mother Mary A. Simpson who was a widow and born at Folkestone, resided at
75, Guildhall Street, Folkestone, Kent. Head of the house was 69 year old
Folkestone native Henry Down, who was employed as a General Labourer, and
was the father of William’s mother. The death of William’s late father was
registered in the Elham, Kent registration district during the spring of 1897.

SJOQUIST, JAMES ERSKINS. Private, L/7848.

2nd Battalion, Royal Sussex Regiment.

Died Friday 27 April 1917. Aged 30.

Born Slougham, Sussex 21 November 1886. Enlisted Brighton, Sussex.

Son of Charles Oscar Sjoquist and Emma Sarah Sjoquist (née Carr), of
Handcross, Haywards Heath, Sussex.

Husband of Rosa Allen (formerly Sjoquist), (née Castle) of Prince Rupert, British
Columbia, Canada.

Buried Bethune Town Cemetery, Pas de Calais, France. Grave Ref: IV. B. 60.
Commemorated at the parish church of St. Mary’s, Slougham, West Sussex.
James, who died of wounds was a former regular soldier, and had been posted
to France on 7 October 1914. At the time of the 1901 census, James was
recorded by the enumerator as being 15 years old, and employed as a Garden
Boy. As a recalled army reservist, James had returned from Canada on board
the 5,189 ton Uranium Line ship “Uranium,” which sailed from Quebec and
arrived at Bristol on 16 September 1914. James was accompanied from Canada
by his elder brother and fellow army reservist Oscar Wilfred Sjoquist. Oscar also
initially served in the 2nd Battalion, Royal Sussex Regiment during the Great
War, and he too had been posted to France on 7 October 1914, but he later
transferred to the Royal Flying Corps and served as a Corporal. Born on 5 June
1884 at Slougham, Sussex, Oscar survived the Great War and later returned to
Canada, he died at Kamloops, British Columbia on 27 March 1959, aged 74.

SMART, EUSTACE FOWLER. Lieutenant.

7th (Service) Battalion, Leicestershire Regiment.

Died Tuesday 8 February 1916. Aged 21.

Born Folkestone, Kent.

Only son of Frank and Christina Emma Smart (née Fowler) of 46, Castle Hill
Avenue, Folkestone, Kent.

Buried Bienvillers Military Cemetery, Pas de Calais, France. Grave Ref: I. A. 96.
Commemorated on the Folkestone, Kent, civic war memorial.

At the time of the 1901 census, the Smart family resided at 5, Victoria Square,
Folkestone, Kent. Head of the house was 34 year old Lewes, Sussex native
Frank Smart, who was employed as a Clerk in the Marine Department of the
South Eastern & Chatham Railway Company. Eustace was posted to France on
29 July 1915.

SMITH, ARTHUR WILLIAM FREDERIC. Telegraphist, J/17017.

Royal Navy, H.M.S. Indefatigable.

Died Wednesday 31 May 1916. Aged 20.

Born Folkestone, Kent 20 December 1895.

Son of H. and M. Smith of 125, Stanley Road, New Southgate, London.
Commemorated on the Plymouth Naval Memorial. Panel 14.
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TAYLOR, FREDRICK JOHN. Boy 2nd Class, J/89912.

Royal Navy, H.M.S. Impregnable.

Died Monday 1 July 1918. Aged 16.

Born Folkestone, Kent 8 October 1901.

Son of George William and Matilda Taylor of 61, Peter Street, Folkestone, Kent.
Buried Folkestone Old Cemetery. Grave Ref: C. "C" 88.

Commemorated on the Folkestone, Kent, civic war memorial.

Frederick and his friend, 16 year old Boy 2nd Class Leonard March from
Clarendon Park. Leicester, Leicestershire, both died of ililness on the same day
whilst serving at H.M.S. Impregnable, Plymouth. Leonard was laid to rest at Ford
Park Cemetery, Plymouth, which contains 752 burials of the Great War, but at
the request of his parents Frederick’s body was returned back to Folkestone for
burial.

THOMPSON, WILLIAM ERNEST. Rifleman, 3998.

2nd Battalion, Rifle Brigade.

Died 31 January 1915. Aged 25.

Born Dublin, Ireland. Enlisted Dover, Kent. Resided Folkestone, Kent.

Son of William and Clara Thompson of 87, Dover Street, Folkestone, Kent.
Buried Fouquissart Military Cemetery, Laventie, Pas de Calais, France.
Grave Ref: E. 4.

Commemorated on the Folkestone, Kent civic war memorial

TRITTON, CECIL JOHN. Private, G/2302.

"A" Company, 7th (Service) Battalion, The Buffs (East Kent Regiment).

Died Saturday 18 November 1916. Aged 25.

Born and resided Folkestone, Kent. Enlisted Dover, Kent.

Son of James Tritton of 130, Dover Road, Folkestone, Kent.

Commemorated on the Thiepval Memorial, Somme, France. Pier and Face 5 D,
and on the Folkestone, Kent civic war memorial, also on the North Board
Schools, Folkestone Great War memorial plague, which is now sadly missing.

WILLS, CUTHBERT HUGH CLEMENT. Private, 761733.

28th (County of London) Battalion, London Regiment (Artists' Rifles).

Died Friday 24 August 1917. Aged 24.

Born Cotham, Bristol, Gloucestershire. Enlisted Bristol. Resided Clevedon,
Bristol, Gloucestershire.

Son of the Reverend Cuthbert Edwin Thomas Wills and Mrs. Elsie Beatrice Wills
of Thakeham Rectory, Pulborough, Sussex.

Buried Bailleul Road East Cemetery, St. Laurent-Blangy, Pas de Calais, France.
Grave Ref: I. P. 7.

Commemorated on the Clevedon, Bristol, civic war memorial, and on the St.
Andrew’s, Clevedon, Bristol, Roll of Honour.

At the time of the 1901 census, the Wills family resided at 21, Freshfield Place,
Brighton, Sussex.
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WINCHESTER, WILLAM STEPHEN. Private, G/5247.

2nd Battalion, The Buffs (East Kent Regiment).

Died Friday 23 April 1915. Aged 34.

Born Anvil Green, Waltham, Canterbury, Kent 2 November 1880.

Enlisted Folkestone, Kent January 1915. Resided Folkestone, Kent.

Son of John and Jane Winchester (née Dilnot) of Aldington, Ashford, Kent.
Husband of Jessie Louisa Winchester of 44 Church Road, Ramsgate, Isle of
Thanet, Kent.

Commemorated on the Menin Gate, leper, West-Vlaanderen, Belgium. Panel 14,
and on the Folkestone civic war memorial, also on Great War memorial plaque in
the parish church of St. Martins, Aldington, Ashford, Kent, and in the non-
conformist chapel, Forge Hill, Aldington, Ashford, Kent.

Formerly Corporal, (Ashford Company), 5th (Territorial Force) Battalion, The
Buffs (East Kent Regiment). Prior to his death William had only been on the
Western Front since 14 April 1915.

WOODWARD, WILLIAM. No clear trace at this time, but additional research is
being undertaken by us in an attempt to positively identify William.

WRIGHT, HARRY. Second Engineer.

Mercantile Marine, S.S. “Achille Adam” (London).

Died Friday 23 March 1917. Aged 25.

Born Folkestone, Kent.

Son of Charles and Sarah Ann Wright.

Husband of Clara Louisa Mary Wright (née Pilcher) of 7, Abbott Road, Dover
Road, Folkestone, Kent.

Commemorated on the Tower Hill Memorial, London, as shown above, and on
the South Eastern and Chatham Railway War Memorial, at the Marine Station,
Dover, Kent.

At the time of the 1901 census, Harry was residing at 14, Harvey Street,
Folkestone, Kent, with elder sister Margaret who was a native of Folkestone, and
their mother Sarah Ann Wright who was a 47 year old native of Shrewsbury,
Shropshire. Sarah Ann Wright was recorded by the census enumerator as being
married (as opposed to widowed) and as the head of the house. Harry was
amongst six lost when his 460 ton ship which was built in 1886, was captured by
the German submarine UB-39, which was commanded by 27 year old
Oberleutnant zur See Heinrich Kistner, when she was off the French coast at a
position approximately 30 nautical miles due south of Beachy Head, Sussex, and
was sunk by bombs. Four of those lost are commemorated on the Dover, Kent
civic war memorial. It would appear that the deaths of the crew were due to
exposure as opposed to the actual sinking of the ship. The UB-39 was lost with
all 24 hands, including Heinrich Kuistner on or about 7 May 1917.

The Second World War

BEST, RONALD FREDERICK. Flight Sergeant (Pilot), 1330319.

Royal Air Force Volunteer Reserve

Died 11 October 1943. Aged 22.

Son of Ernest Rowland and Mary Jane Best of Cheriton, Folkestone, Kent.
Commemorated at Charing (Kent Crematorium), Charing, Ashford, Kent, and on
the Folkestone, Kent, civic war memorial.

BOUCHER, HENRY JOHN. Leading Cook, C/MX 51341.

Royal Navy, H.M.S. Liverpool. (C11)

Died Tuesday 14 October 1940.

Commemorated on the Chatham Naval Memorial. Panel 39, Column 2, and on
the Folkestone, Kent, civic war memorial.

Henry was probably the son of Thomas Henry Boucher and Roseannah Boucher
(née Carter). The 9400 ton Southampton class light cruiser H.M.S. Liverpool, was
built by the Fairfield Shipbuilding & Engineering Co. of Govan, Scotland. H.M.S.
Liverpool had a ships compliment of 850 officers and ratings, she was
commissioned on 2 November 1938. Commanded by Captain Arthur D. Read
R.N., on the evening of the Tuesday 14 October 1940, when she was south-east
of the island of Crete, Henry’s ship was hit in the bow by an aerial torpedo from
an lItalian aircraft. Petroleum stowage exploded, and the bows and roof of ‘A’
turret were blown off and she was taken in tow, stern first by H.M.S. Orion.
Temporary repairs were carried out on the badly damaged light cruiser at
Alexandria, Egypt until April 1941. Following the repairs at Alexandria, H.M.S.
Liverpool went to be fully repaired at the Mare Island Navy Yard, California, USA,
and was not operational again until January 1942. H.M.S. Liverpool was taken
out of service with the Royal Navy, and decommissioned in April 1952, she was
later scrapped by McLellan at Bo'ness, arriving there on 2 July 1958.

BOWDEN, HENRY IVOR. Royal Navy. No trace, as he is commemorated on the
Second World War roll of honour at St. Mary and St. Eanswythe church. Henry
is also commemorated on the Folkestone civic war memorial as a Royal Navy
casualty. Unfortunately, unlike the majority of Second World War casualties that
are named on the war memorial, Henry’s rank is not shown which would have
narrowed the search for him. Additional and more detailed research is being
carried out by www.kentfallen.com to try and ascertain if Henry died prior to 31
December 1947, in which case he should be commemorated by the
Commonwealth War Graves Commission as a casualty of the Second World
War. For now it would appear that Henry is numbered amongst the thousands of
casualties of or resultant of both world wars, who still have no form of official
commemoration by the CWGC. If eventually we find that he is in the
uncommemorated category, we will of course as always be submitting Henry’s
case to the CWGC in order for him to at long last be officially commemorated.
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BROCKWAY , RONALD CHARLES. Sergeant, 758014.

Royal Air Force Volunteer Reserve. 115 Squadron, Royal Air Force.

Died 3 March 1941. Aged 24.

Born Folkestone, Kent 26 February 1917.

Commemorated on the Runnymede Memorial. Panel 40, and on the Folkestone,
Kent, civic war memorial.

Ronald had obtained his Royal Aero Club Aviators Certificate on 25 September
1939, flying a B.A. Swallow Cirrus 85, at the Cinque Ports Flying Club, Lympne,
Kent. At the time of obtaining his pilots licence, Ronald resided at 11 Penfold
Road, Folkestone, and was employed as a Local Government Officer. Ronald
was amongst the six of Wellington bomber R3279 KO-D, which was being flown
by 26 year old Sergeant (Pilot) Geoffrey R. Pike R.A.F. (V.R.), of Hook,
Basingstoke, Hampshire, when it took off from R.A.F. Marham, Norfolk at 1828
hours on 2 March 1941. The Wellington was taking part on a raid on enemy ships
at the port of Brest, by 54 R.A.F. Bomber Command aircraft. On the return leg of
the raid, Ronald’s bomber crashed into the sea off Dartmouth, and only the body
of 23 year old Sergeant (Wireless Operator/Air Gunner) Edward Fenwick of
Jesmond, Newcastle-on-Tyne was recovered, who was later laid to rest at
Fenton Cemetery, Northumberland. The remainder of the Wellington’s crew are
commemorated on the Runnymede Memorial. In addition to Ronald’s aircraft, a
Whitley bomber of 50 Squadron, Royal Air Force and its crew of five were also
lost on the raid. Amongst a number of vessels which had carried out an extensive
search for survivors, following the Wellington’s crash had been the Dartmouth
Lifeboat. In November 2008, the current crew of the Dartmouth Lifeboat put out
to sea again, not to carry out a rescue, but to scatter the ashes of Ronald’'s
brother Denis Brockway off the coast of Dartmouth. It is not normal practice for
the R.N.L.I. to dispose of cremated remains at sea, but on that occasion it was
deemed to be an exceptional case to exceed to the wished of Denis who was a
lifelong supporter of the R.N.L.I., to be reunited with his late brother at sea.

BURVILL, MAURICE ARTHUR CHARLES. Lance Serjeant, 5625565.

45th Regiment, Reconnaissance Corps, Royal Armoured Corps.

Died 26 March 1944. Aged 27.

Born and resided Kent.

Husband of Ruby G. Burvill (née Wiles).

Commemorated on the Rangoon Memorial, Myanmar. Face 1, and on the
Folkestone, Kent, civic war memorial.

The 45th Regiment, Reconnaissance Corps was formed in 1941, and the first
official parade held was at Spalding, Lincolnshire. It later became part of the 70th
Infantry Division which was broken up to provide troops for the Chindits.
Maurice’s regiment was part of the Chindits in 1943-1944 when it formed 45 and
54 Columns. At the time of Maurice’s death, the 45th Regiment, Reconnaissance
Corps, Royal Armoured Corps was part of the 2nd Chindit Expedition. Maurice’s
army number signifies that he had originally been a member of the Devonshire
Regiment. Maurice’s birth was registered in the Elham, Kent registration district
during the last quarter of 1916, and his mothers maiden name was Cook.
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BUSHELL , BRIAN FREDERICK. Sergeant, 655155.

51 Squadron, Royal Air Force.

Died 30 September 1942.

Son of Thomas Anthony and Amy Olive Bushell (née Couchman) of Folkestone,
Kent.

Commemorated on the Runnymede Memorial. Panel 79, and on the Folkestone,
Kent, civic war memorial, also on the Harvey Grammar School, Folkestone,
Second World War memorial plaque. Brian's birth was registered in the Elham,
Kent registration district during the firs quarter of 1920.

FELTON, ALAN WILLIAM. Sergeant, 909100.

Royal Air Force Volunteer Reserve. 12 Squadron, Royal Air Force.

Died 24 July 1941. Aged 23.

Born Barnsley, Yorkshire 1918.

Son of William Thomas Felton and Evelyn L. J. Felton (née Collier) of Boscombe,
Hampshire.

Commemorated on the Runnymede Memorial. Panel 43, and on the Folkestone,
Kent, civic war memorial.

Alan was one of the crew of Wellington bomber W5380 PH-L, which was flown
by 23 year old Flight Sergeant Harold Heald of Blackpool, Lancashire when it
took off from R.A.F. Binbrook, Lincolnshire, engaged on a raid on the port of
Brest. Alan’s aircraft was lost without trace, and the reason for its loss has still
not been established. All six members of the crew of the Wellington's are
commemorated on the Runnymede Memorial.

HAMBROOK, ARTHUR J. National Fire Service.

Commemorated on the Harvey Grammar School, Folkestone, Second World War
memorial plaque

No trace at the Commonwealth War Graves Commission, possibly due to the fact
that the cut-off date for Second World War related deaths was on 31 December
1947. The death of a 35 year old Arthur J. Hambrook was registered in the
Portsmouth, Hampshire, Registration District, during the third quarter of 1948.
Arthur's birth was probably that which was registered in the Elham, Kent,
Registration District during the third quarter of 1913, whose mothers maiden
name was Moore. It would seem likely that the marriage of a Arthur J. Hambrook
which took place in the Folkestone, Kent, Registration District in 1942 to a lady
with the surname of Brown was that of Arthur. As can be seen above, the years
of Arthur’s birth (1913), and that of the death in Hampshire (1948) are an exact
match for the age which is recorded for his death. It would seem very likely that
Arthur had died of Second World War related injuries. Whilst researching it was
noted that sadly, Arthur is not commemorated on the Firefighters National
Memorial, London, which commemorates the men and women of the United
Kingdom Fire Service, who had made the ultimate sacrifice in the defence of the
realm in the Second World War. In 2003 the impressive memorial was elevated,
and the additional names of those lost in peacetime were inscribed in bronze on
the raised base.
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HOGBEN, JOHN. Royal Artillery. No trace as commemorated on the Second
World War roll of honour in the parish church of St. Mary and St. Eanswythe.
Commemorated on the Folkestone, Kent, civic war memorial as an army
casualty.

It would appear that John is possibly numbered amongst the thousands on
Commonwealth casualties from both world wars who are still not commemorated
by the Commonwealth War Graves Commission. More detailed and in-depth
additional research is being carried out on him, and if found to be amongst the
latter number, we will construct a case for submission to the CWGC in an attempt
to get him at long last officially commemorated. Amongst the myriad of other
problems faced whilst trying to identify the correct John Hogben, it was revealed
during the research process, that by far and away the most prolific county in the
whole of the United Kingdom, for natives and residents with the surname Hogben
in times past and currently is Kent.

HOLLINGS, BERNARD WILLIAM, Petty Officer, P/JX 137419.

Royal Navy, H.M.S. Express. (H61).

Died 1 September 1940.

Commemorated on the Portsmouth Naval Memorial. Panel 37, Column 2, and on
the Folkestone, Kent, civic war memorial.

Built in 1933 by Swan Hunter and Wigham Richardson Ltd. of Wallsend-on-Tyne,
H.M.S. Express was a 1405 ton E class destroyer. Along with a sister ship
H.M.S. Esk; H.M.S. Express was designed to be modified in 24 hours to a
minelaying role. This involved the removing of 'A' and 'Y' 4.7" guns, and all the
torpedo tubes, and the installation of mine rails along the upper deck; both of the
modified destroyers could then carry 60 mines. Bernard died when H.M.S.
Express struck a mine on 1 September 1940. On 31 August 1940, Bernard’s ship
commanded by Lieutenant-Commander Francis J. Cartwright R.N., and 4 other
mine-laying destroyers left the port of Immingham to lay an offensive field off the
coast of the Netherlands. At approximately 2300 hours, when almost to the point
of dropping mines, it was reported by radio that there was an enemy convoy near
at hand, which was to be attacked after the mines had been dropped. Before any
mines were dropped, three of the ships, including H.M.S. Express, had
themselves struck mines. H.M.S. Express was the first to hit a mine and some of
the crew were picked up by H.M.S. Ivanhoe, which then also struck a mine.
Meanwhile H.M.S. Esk also struck another mine and sank almost immediately.
There was a considerable loss of life in all three ships; the H.M.S. Express lost 4
officers and 55 ratings. In spite of having most of her bows blown off, Bernard’s
ship was towed back to port and eventually was rebuilt and was transferred to the
Royal Canadian Navy as H.M.C.S. Gatineau on 3 June 1943; she was
decommissioned on 10 January 1946, and scrapped at Vancouver, Canada in
1956. Lieutenant-Commander Francis J. Cartwright R.N., rose to the rank of
Captain and was awarded the O.B.E. in 1956, and the C.V.O. in 1958, he retired
on 4 August 1958 after a long naval career.
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HOLNESS, HUBERT HENRY LOUIS. Sub-Lieutenant (A).

Royal Naval Volunteer Reserve, H.M.S. Heron.

Died 14 April 1943.

Commemorated on the Lee-on-Solent Memorial, Hampshire. Bay 4, Panel 7, and
on the Folkestone, Kent, civic war memorial.

Hubert was killed in an air crash whilst serving in 768 Squadron, Fleet Air Arm
based at the Royal Naval Air Station (H.M.S. Heron), Yeovilton, Somerset. Prior
to his war service, Hubert had been employed by the Department of the Inland
Revenue as a Tax Officer.

JAMIESON, HARRY BERNARD. Private, 6289221.

The Buffs (Royal East Kent Regiment).

Died 11 February 1940. Aged 21.

Born and resided Kent.

Son of Charles Reuben Jamieson and Christine Jamieson of Folkestone, Kent.
Husband of Vera Beatrice Louisa Jamieson of Folkestone, Kent.

Buried Shorncliffe Military Cemetery. Grave Ref: Section V. Grave 1055.
Commemorated on the Folkestone, Kent, civic war memorial.

LLEWELLIN, WILLIAM. Whilst it is usually far more difficult to research a British
armed forces victim of the Second World War, compared to that of the Great
War, but the death of William Llewellin has been particularly difficult to try and
research. In addition to being remembered in the parish church of St. Mary and
St. Eanswythe at Folkestone, as a member of the Royal Atrtillery, Llewellin is also
commemorated on the Folkestone civic war memorial, but which shows him to
have been a soldier. The Army Second World War, Roll of Honour records a
William N. Llewellin who died at sea. A native and resident of Liverpool,
Lancashire, Gunner, 1445607, William N. Llewellin of the Royal Artillery was a
pre war member of the regiment, and he died at sea on 7 December 1942, but is
not commemorated by the Commonwealth War Graves Commission as being a
soldier, but is possibly the casualty who resided at 22 Ullswater Street, Liverpool
5, and recorded by the CWGC as follows:-

LLEWELLIN , WILLIAM NORMAN. Printer.

Merchant Navy, S.S. Ceramic (Southampton).

Died 7 December 1942. Aged 39.

Commemorated on the Tower Hill Memorial, London. Panel 26.

William’s birth was registered during the last quarter of 1903 at Toxteth Park,
Lancashire. The General Registry Office Second World War deaths, (1942,
Volume 14, page 291) record William as Gunner, 1445607, William N. Llewellyn
of the Royal Artillery, as opposed to the surname being spelt Llewellyn. S.S.
Ceramic with a gross tonnage of 18,481 tons was built and delivered by Harland
and Wolff Ltd of Belfast in 1913, for her then owners White Star Line Ltd. On a
couple of occasions during the Great War, the ship escaped being torpedoed,
once in the Mediterranean in 1916, and the second time in 1917, in the English
Channel. On the 23 November 1942, S.S. Ceramic commanded by 67 year old
Captain Herbert C. Elford from Norwich, Norfolk, cleared the Mersey River at
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Liverpool, and set off for St, Helena, Durban, and Sydney. She had on board,
378 passengers, which included 12 children, and 244 Naval, Military, and
Nursing personnel, her crew numbering 278, which included 33 Australian
seamen. In the ships holds were stowed 12,362 tons of general cargo and
government stores. On 7 December 1942, when she was to the west of the
Azores the S.S. Ceramic was sighted and then stalked, by the German IXC type
uboat U-515, which was commanded by 33 year old Kapitdnleutnant Werner
Henke. At approximately 2000 hours Kapitanleutnant Henke struck fired one
torpedo, and several minutes after the first explosion, two more hits were made
in the engine room of the S.S. Ceramic. Despite being hit by the three torpedoes,
the ship remained afloat until just before midnight, when two more torpedoes
were fired at her which broke the stricken ship in two, and in another 10 seconds
she slipped beneath the waves. At about noon the day after the sinking, the U-
515 returned to the scene and surfaced close to a group of survivors, who
thought that rescue was at hand, but which was sadly not the case. Two German
sailors threw a line to one of the survivors, who was Sapper Eric Monday of the
Royal Engineers; he was hauled aboard the U-515 to become a Prisoner of War
and to be interrogated. U-Boat Command had ordered Werner Henke to return to
the scene of the sinking, to try and pick up the ship's Captain to ascertain the
destination of the ship. Ultimately Eric Monday was destined to be the sole
survivor from the S.S. Ceramic. At 1510hours on 9 April 1944, the U-515 was
sunk in the mid-Atlantic north of Madeira, Portugal, with the los of 16 hands, but
amongst the 44 survivors was Kapitanleutnant Werner Henke. In stark contrast to
his own actions, Werner Henke and his surviving crew were rescued by their
attackers. On 15 July 1944, Werner Henke was shot and killed while attempting
to escape from the interrogation center at Fort Hunt, Virginia, USA. It is reported
that he simply walked towards the fence in broad daylight and slowly began
climbing it. When he continued to climb after the guards shouted for him to stop,
he was fatally shot. It is thought that he chose this form of suicide because he
believed he faced extradition and a “showcase” trial as a war criminal having left
656 people from the S.S. Ceramic to die. Werner Henke is buried in the Soldiers
Cemetery at Fort George G. Meade, Maryland, USA. Purely supposition on the
part of the transcriber of these brief commemorations, but it may well be the case
that William was a victim of the sinking of the S.S. Ceramic, and was one of the
army DEMS gunners on board who were lost, as opposed to having been a
member of the Merchant Navy. Again only speculation, but the transcribers
researches would seem to indicate that William was in fact serving as a member
of the 4/2 Maritime Regiment, Royal Artillery at the time of his death. If William
was in fact a soldier, it would mean that he should have been officially
commemorated on the Brookwood Memorial, Surrey, as opposed to on the
Tower Hill Memorial, London, but at least unlike thousands of other
commonwealth victims of both world wars, he is at least officially commemorated.
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MARKS, ALBERT WILLIAM. Rifleman, 14751010.

9th Battalion, Cameronians (Scottish Rifles).

Died 22 February 1945. Aged 19.

Born Kent. Resided Middlesex.

Buried Reichswald Forest War Cemetery, Kleve, Nordrhein-Westfalen, Germany.
Grave Ref: 44. B. 8.

At the parish church of St. Mary and St. Eanswythe at Folkestone, Albert is
commemorated as a Pioneer, which would tent to indicate that he was a member
of the Pioneer Corps, but Llewellin is also commemorated on the Folkestone
civic war memorial, which shows him to have been a soldier, with the initials A.W.
and his rank shown as Rifleman. The 9th Battalion, The Cameronians (Scottish
Rifles) joined the 46th (Highland) Infantry Brigade on 28 December 1942 and
served in it until being disbanded on 31 August 1945. Albert's battalion had
various duties in training and preparation for D-Day. But before an invasion of
Europe could be planned, the defenses of Great Britain had to be strengthened,
and for a time, the battalion assisted in the defence work in a pioneer role. But
most of the time was training, usually in the northern part of England. But in
1944, they were sent farther south to be part of the buildup of forces that would
soon be fighting the Germans on mainland Europe. After having spent a few
years in the United Kingdom for training and defense, Albert’s battalion sent to
Normandy, France on 17 June 1944. From then, their active combat service
began. The battalion disembarked at the British Mulberries at Arromanches.
However, the motor transport for the battalion was delayed due to a storm, and
the battalion did not land until 23 June. It would seem likely that the Pioneer error
in the church was resultant of Albert’s battalions’ temporary role played by it prior
to going to France.

MOBBS, LEONARD PARNELL. Private, S/127560.

Royal Army Service Corps.

Attached to the 4 G.H.Q. (Artillery) Super Heavy Battery, Royal Atrtillery.
Died 21 May 1940. Aged 28.

Born and resided Kent.

Son of Frederick Garfield Mobbs and Mary Mobbs of Folkestone, Kent.
Buried Longuenesse (St. Omer) Souvenir Cemetery, Pas de Calais, France.
Grave Ref: Plot 8. Row B. Grave 39.

Commemorated on the Folkestone, Kent, civic war memorial.

PATTISON, DOUGLAS EDWARD. Lieutenant, 198175.

5th Battalion, The Buffs (Royal East Kent Regiment).

Died 6 January 1943. Aged 23.

Born Kent. Resided Warwickshire.

Son of Stuart E. and Ellen E. Pattison of Folkestone, Kent.

Commemorated on the Medjez-EI-Bab Memorial, Medjez-El-Bab War Cemetery,
Tunisia. Face 14, and on the Folkestone, Kent, civic war memorial.
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PETT, OLAF. Commemorated the parish church of St. Mary and St. Eanswythe
as a member of the Royal Air Force, would appear to be the following regular
member of the Royal Air Force, who is fortunately commemorated correctly on
the Folkestone civic war memorial as PITT, O.T.V. Sergeant, Royal Air Force.
PITT, OLAF THOMAS VICTOR. Sergeant

Royal Air Force.

Born Dover, Kent 5 September 1913.

Olaf, whose mothers maiden name was Brooker, was educated at Barton Road
Boys School, Dover, and at the Dover Grammar School for Boys. Following his
schooling, Olaf enlisted in the Royal Air Force, and applied for pilot training whilst
serving in the Royal Air Force. He successful completed his pilot training and
obtained his Royal Aero Club Aviators Certificate (No. 13644) on 11 March 1936,
at the Air Service Training Centre, Hamble, Hampshire. At the time of completing
his pilot training, Olaf's home address was 35, Radnor Park Crescent,
Folkestone, Kent. Olaf is not commemorated by the Commonwealth War Graves
Commission as a Second World War casualty, and he is not recorded in the
Second World War overseas deaths at the General Register Office. Assuming
that Olaf’'s death occurred post war, a check was made to see if he is
commemorated on the Armed Forces Memorial at the National Memorial
Arboretum, Alrewas, Staffordshire, DE13 7AR, which was unveiled by H.M. The
Queen on Friday 12 October 2007. The Armed Forces Memorial commemorates
the men and women of the United Kingdom Armed Forces (Regular and
Reserve) who have been killed on duty, or as a result of terrorist action since the
Second World War. The start date of those commemorated is 1 January 1948,
which follows on directly from the Commonwealth War Graves Commission
which commemorates those who died up to 31 December 1947. As is his case
with the Commonwealth War Graves Commission, Olaf is not commemorated on
the Armed Forces Memorial at Alrewas.

PLEASE HELP As part of our ongoing work to remember the Kent victims of
conflicts, arguably the most important aspect of it is to get those members of the
armed forces and civilians, official commemorations where and when it is
necessary. We liaise with the hard pressed Commonwealth War Graves
Commission staff at Maidenhead on occasions, to ensure the erection of a
CWGC regulation pattern headstone on any unmarked graves after we have
positively identified a former non-commemorated service casualty. In the case of
Olaf, it would seem likely that if we can convince the CWGC and the MOD, he
would probably eventually be commemorated on the Runnymede Memorial,
Surrey. We would like to hear from anybody who is aware of any information
appertaining to Olaf prior to our additional researches, and certificate purchases
etcetera, which will be required to support our application for Olaf to be officially
commemorated by the Commonwealth War Graves Commission.
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SNOOK, FREDERICK. Petty Officer Stoker, C/K 64452.

Royal Navy, H.M.S. Sphinx. (J69).

Died 3 February 1940. Aged 34.

Son of William Warden Snook and Rose Caroline Snook of Folkestone, Kent.
Buried Hawkinge Cemetery, Kent. Grave Ref: Plot N. Section A. Grave 770.
Commemorated on the Folkestone, Kent, civic war memorial.

Commanded by 42 year old Commander John R.N. Taylor R.N. of Drayton,
Somerset, Frederick’s 850 ton Halcyon class minesweeper was only six months
old when she was lost after being attacked by attacked by enemy aircraft. Built
by William Hamilton & Co. (Port Glasgow, Scotland) and J.S. White & Co. of
Cowes, H.M.S. Sphinx was commissioned on 27 July 1939, and upon her
completion she initially joined the 6th Minesweeping Flotilla, before shifting to the
5th Minesweeping Flotilla in September 1939. On 3 February 1940 H.M.S.
Sphinx was minesweeping an area about 15 nautical miles to the north of
Kinnairds Head near Fraserburgh, Scotland, when she was attacked by enemy
aircraft. A bomb pierced her fo'c'sle deck and exploded, destroying the fore part
of the ship. She remained afloat and was taken in tow by H.M.S. Halcyon but
steadily she was flooded, capsized and sank. The wreck was later washed
ashore north of Lybster and was sold for scrap. The Commanding Officer and
forty other members of the ships compliment were killed in the explosion.

THORPE, GUY SMYTHE. Lieut-Commander (E).

Royal Navy, H.M.S. Culver. (Y87).

Died 31 January 1942. Aged 33.

Born India.

Son of Thomas Smyth Thorpe, and Mary Gertrude Thorpe of Folkestone, Kent.
Commemorated on the Portsmouth Naval Memorial. Panel 62, Column 1.

Guy arrived at the Port of London from Calcutta on 19 March 1917, on the 9,632
ton Ellerman City Line ship City of Exeter, with his parents and younger sister.
Guy’'s 1,546 ton ship was built in 1929 by the Bethlehem Shipbuilding
Corporation of Quincy, Massachusetts, as the US Coast Guard cutter USS
Mendota (CGC 49) which was one of the Chelan-class vessels. On 30 April 1941
she was transferred to Royal Navy as a Banff type sloop and renamed H.M.S.
Culver, and she was the first ship to be equipped with an operational automatic
HF/DF set. Commanded by 37 year old Lieutenant-Commander Randal T.
Gordon-Duff, at 2331 hours on 31 January 1942, the German uboat U-105 fired a
salvo of four torpedoes at the convoy SL-98 which H.M.S. Culver was escorting,
and observed two hits and a large explosion. Fregattenkapitan Heinrich Schuch
commanding the U-105 thought that he had hit an ammunition freighter, but in
fact it was H.M.S. Culver that had blown up with the loss of the commander,
seven officers and 118 ratings. Unlike many of his contempories, having served
on 4 uboats, and sunk 7 ships, Berlin native Heinrich Schuch survived the
Second World War, and died on 21 January 1968, aged 61.
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TRETHOWAN, WILLIAM AUSTEN. Third Officer.

Merchant Navy, S.S. Courland (Leith).

Died 10 February 1941. Aged 36.

Son of William John and Edith Trethowan.

Husband of Kathleen G. Trethowan of Ashford, Middlesex.

Commemorated on the Tower Hill Memorial, London. Panel 32, and on the
Folkestone, Kent, civic war memorial.

The SS Courland was a 1,325 ton British Cargo Steamer built in 1932 by
Barclay, Curle & Co Ltd, of Whiteinch, Glasgow, and owned by James Currie &
Co Ltd, of Leith. Commanded by 50 year old Robert C. Smith; at 0430 hours on 9
February 1941 when she was on route from Lisbon to London carrying 1,395
tons of general cargo, the S.S. Courland was torpedoed by the German uboat U-
37, and sunk about 160 miles southwest of Cape St. Vincent, Portugal. Three
men of the 28 crew members and two DEMS gunners aboard the ship were lost.
27 survivors were picked up by the SS Brandenburg which was commanded by
49 year old William Anderson, and which was another of the James Currie & Co
Ltd, of Leith vessels. The SS Brandenburg was sunk by the U-37at 0633 hours
the following day. Only one man survived the second sinking, and was rescued
by H.M.S. Velox. Commanding the U-37 at the time of the losses of the S.S.
Courland and SS Brandenburg, was 29 year old Kapitanleutnant Asmus Nicolai
Clausen who died on 16 May 1943 north-west of Madeira Islands, U-182 which
he commanded was sunk with the loss of all 61 hands, by depth charges from
the US destroyer USS McKenzie.

WHEWELL, ALAN. Sergeant (Pilot), 742751.

Royal Air Force Volunteer Reserve. 58 Squadron, Royal Air Force.

Died 30 November 1941. Aged 25.

Son of Charles James Frederick and Florence Elizabeth Whewell (née Cooper)
of Folkestone, Kent.

Commemorated on the Runnymede Memorial. Panel 54, and on the Folkestone,
Kent, civic war memorial.

Alan was the pilot of Whitley bomber 26506 GE-V, which took off from R.A.F.
Linton-on-Ouse, North Yorkshire at 1651 hours on 1 December 1941, to take part
in a bombing raid on the German city of Hamburg. Alan’s aircraft, which was one
of four 58 Squadron, Royal Air Force Whitleys that were lost on the operation.
Alan’s Whitley was lost without trace, and the cause of loss of the bomber was
never established. All five crew of Z6506 GE-V, are commemorated on the
Runnymede Memorial. Alan had been a member of Pilot Officer (Pilot) Andrew
Law's crew that ditched in the North Sea on 18 April 1941. By coincidence, Pilot
Officer Edward D. Comber-Higgs who died with Alan Whewell, was the sole
survivor from another crash involving Andrew Law, after being recalled from a
raid on Brest on 3 September 1941, which cost 24 year old Andrew his life.
Another of Alan Whewell's crew, was Pilot Officer Esmond M.D. Romilly R.C.A.F.
was one of two brothers who were the nephews of Winston Churchill, and both
were fervent Communist sympathizers, who whilst schoolboys at Wellington
College produced an inflammatory newspaper called ‘Out of Bounds.’
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WHEWELL, HAROLD. Sergeant (Pilot), 754010.

Royal Air Force Volunteer Reserve. 266 (Rhodesia) Squadron, Royal Air Force.
Died 29 April 1941. Aged 21.

Born Kent.

Son of Charles James Frederick and Florence Elizabeth Whewell (née Cooper)
of Folkestone, Kent.

Buried Hawkinge Cemetery, Kent. Grave Ref: Plot O. Row 2. Grave 40.
Commemorated on the Folkestone, Kent, civic war memorial.

Harold was a brother of Alan Whewell who is the casualty commemorated above.
On 30 October 1939, 266 Squadron, Royal Air Force was reformed at R.A.F.
Sutton Bridge, Lincolnshire, and was intended to be a Blenheim squadron. None
of the Blenheim’s were received by the squadron, and after training with Fairy
Battles, it began to receive Spitfires in January 1940. These it took into action for
the first time on 2 June 1940 over Dunkirk during the evacuation of the British
Expeditionary Force and French troops. During August 1940 the squadron was
based in south-east England, then returned to R.A.F. Wittering. The squadron
remained in that sector until January 1942 when it began converting to
Typhoons. One of the Mark Il Spitfire’s that served with Harold’s squadron from
early September 1940, was serial P7350 which still flies today as one third of the
Battle of Britain Commemorative Flight. Harold’s birth was registered in the
Elham, Kent registration district during the third quarter of 1919.

St. Mary & St. Eanswythe Church
Official Non-Commemorations

As was mentioned at the introduction to the brief commemorations above, the
number of casualties from both world wars who are commemorated on the rolls
of honour at St. Mary & St. Eanswythe Church, Folkestone, an exceptionally high
proportion have no form of official rememberance of their sacrifice. Compared to
all of the of other forms of religious or secular forms of the commemorations of
victims of war at other locations in Kent, that we have already transcribed, and
the eighty plus others which we are currently in the process of transcribing, it
would appear that St. Mary & St. Eanswythe Church, has proportionally the
highest number known to us. A number of fairly common reasons could account
for this situation e.g. the person concerned had served in the armed forces using
an alias, the roll of honour could contain mistakes (many do), or as the results of
administrative errors by the hard pressed staff of then Imperial War Graves
Commission. Despite the passage of time etcetera, it is of course possible that
somebody reading this might have additional information on a casualty
commemorated above, who is not commemorated by the Commonwealth War
Graves Commission. Please make contact with us, as any additional tangible
information that can be provided by family members or anybody else, is always a
huge help to us when we attempt to get non-commemorations officially
commemorated by the Commonwealth War Graves Commission. Thank you.
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
