2nd Auxiliary Horse Transport Depot, Army Service Corps. 
Died 9 March 1917. Aged 21. 
Born Lower Rainham, Kent. Enlisted Faversham, Kent. Resided Graveney, Kent. 
Son of Edward and Fanny Broad (née Hicks) of Whitstable, Kent. 
Buried Mont Huon Military Cemetery, Le Tréport, Seine-Maritime. France.  
Grave Ref: IV. D. 6. 
At the time of the 1901 census, the Broad family resided at Webb Cottages, 
Gads Hill, Gillingham, Kent. Head of the house was 37 year old Staplehurst, 
Kent, native Edward Broad, who was employed as a General Labourer. 
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GAMBLE , LAURENCE. Private, 3242. 
19th (Queen Alexandra's Own Royal) Hussars. 
Died 13 September 1914. Aged 24. 
Born Northfleet, Kent. Enlisted Canterbury, Kent. Resided Faversham, Kent.  
Son of John and Elizabeth Gamble of 23, Priory Row, Davington, Faversham, 
Kent.  
Buried Vailly British Cemetery, Vailly-sur-Aisne, Aisne, France.  
Grave Ref: II. G. 24. 
Commemorated on memorial plaque as shown above, in the parish church of All 
Saints, Graveney, Faversham, Kent, which shows that Laurence lost his life 
during the Battle of the Marne. 
At the time of the 1901 census, the Gamble family was recorded by the 
enumerator as residing “By Old Sportsmans.” The Old Sportsmans is the local 
public house at Graveney. Head of the house was 45 year old Boughton, Kent, 
native John Gamble, who was an Own Account General Dealer with a shop. 
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HANHAM, STUART AUBREY. Serjeant, 1341. 
"B" Company, 1st/13th (County of London) Battalion, London Regiment, (Princes 
Louise’s Kensington Battalion). 
Died 9 May 1915. Aged 26. 
Born Sittingbourne, Kent. Enlisted Kensington, London. Resided Holland Park W. 
Eldest son of the Reverend Abdiel Hanham (Vicar of Graveney, Faversham) and 
of Evangeline Gertrude Hanham (née Pegg) of 76, Amesbury Avenue, Streatham 
Hill, London.  
Commemorated on the Ploegsteert Memorial, Berks Cemetery Extension, 
Comines-Warneton, Hainaut, Belgium. Panel 10 
Stuart enlisted in the army in August 1914, and was one of three brothers who 
served in the armed forces during the Great War; he had served on the Western 
Front from 3 November 1914. 
 
MILLINGTON, PERCY WILLIAM HERBERT. Private, 69346. 
1st Battalion, Royal Fusiliers (City of London Regiment). 
Died 7 September1918. Aged 33.  
Born Graveney, Kent. (Please see below). Enlisted Canterbury, Kent. 
Son of Herbert James and Elizabeth Millington of 6, Church Place, Dover, Kent.  
Buried Valenciennes (St. Roch) Communal Cemetery, Nord, France.  
Grave Ref: V. G. 7.      
Formerly Private, 5945, East Surrey Regiment. 
Percy appears to be the casualty who is commemorated on the Dover, Kent, 
civic war memorial, and also on the St. Mary the Virgin parish church war 
memorial Dover, Kent, as P.H.W. MILLINGTON. At the time of the 1901 census, 
the Millington family resided at 4, Margery Terrace, Dover, Kent. Head of the 
house was 40 year old Herne Hill, Faversham, Kent native Herbert James 
Millington, who was employed as a General Labourer, as was the then 15 year 
old Percy. On the 1901 census Percy was recorded by the census enumerator as 
being a native of Faversham, Kent. At the time of the 1891 census, when the 
family resided at Goodnestone, Faversham, Kent, on that occasion the 
enumerator recorded Percy as being a native of Herne Hill, Faversham, Kent. 
In/on Soldiers Died in the Great War, Percy is commemorated with his place of 
birth shown as Craveney, Kent, which the transcriber of these brief 
commemorations has assumed to be indicative of being Graveney, Kent, but with 
a small spelling error. 
 
SMITH, OLIVER JOHN THOMAS. Lance Corporal, 8392. 
"C" Company, 1st Battalion, King's Own Yorkshire Light Infantry. 
Died 7 January 1915. Aged 28. 
Born Ramsgate, Isle of Thanet, Kent. Enlisted Canterbury, Kent. 
Son of John and Eliza Smith of Ramsgate, Isle of Thanet, Kent. 
Husband of Emma Grace Winship (formerly Smith) of the Four Horseshoes, 
Headhill Road, Graveney, Faversham, Kent. 
Buried St. Lawrence-in-Thanet Churchyard, Kent. Grave Ref: South West Part. 
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WARNER, ALBERT GEORGE. Private, G/70148. 
6th (Service) Battalion, The Queen's (Royal West Surrey Regiment). 
Died 11 May 1918. Aged 19. 
Born and resided Faversham, Kent. Enlisted Canterbury, Kent. 
Son of Thomas Henry and Annie Susannah Warner of Clapgate Marsh Cottage, 
Graveney, Faversham, Kent. 
Buried Mailly Wood Cemetery, Mailly-Maillet, Somme, France.  
Grave Ref: II. K. 8. 
At the time of the 1901 census, the Warner family resided at 36, Abbey Fields, 
Faversham, Kent. Head of the house was 36 year old Faversham native Thomas 
Henry Warner, who was employed as a Brick Sorter in a Brickfield.

FRENCH, JOHN GAY. Second Lieutenant, 50381. 
308 Battery, 55th Anti Aircraft Regiment, Royal Artillery. 
Died 16 November 1939. Aged 33. 
Born Paddington, London. Resided West London. 
Son of Dr. John Gay French, M.D., and Eleanor May French (née Pipe-
Wolferstan). 
Husband of Kathleen Heather French of Redlynch, Wiltshire. 
Buried Graveney (All Saints) Churchyard. Grave Ref: S.E. corner. 
Commemorated at Haileybury School, Hertfordshire, and on the Second World 
War memorial plaque at Wye Agricultural College, Wye, Ashford, Kent. 
Pre war member of the Royal Artillery. John was educated at Haileybury School, 
Hertfordshire. John’s brother, Lieutenant (A), Terrance Wilder Gay French of the 
Royal Navy, also lost his life during the Second World War, whilst serving on 
H.M.S. Glorious. Terrance died on 11 March 1940, and is at rest at Malta 
(Capuccini) Naval Cemetery, Malta G.C. Unit details are as accessed from 
John’s Commonwealth War Graves Commission commemoration, which does 
not record his regiment as Heavy or Light etcetera. John was probably serving as 
an officer in the 55 (Kent) Heavy Anti-Aircraft Regiment, Royal Artillery. 
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MANUEL, PERCY JACK. Private, 14517209. 
2nd Battalion, Wiltshire Regiment. 
Died 28 January 1944. Aged 20. 
Born and resided Kent. 
Son of George William and Mary Ellen Manuel (née Orman) of Graveney, Kent. 
Commemorated on the Cassino Memorial, Italy. Panel 10, and on his parents 
grave as shown above. 
Percy’s birth was registered in the Faversham, Kent, Registration District during 
the last quarter of 1923. 
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READ, JOHN. Private, 6290599. 
2nd Battalion, The Buffs (Royal East Kent Regiment). 
Died 1 February 1945. Aged 30. 
Born and resided Kent. 
Husband of I. Read of Graveney, Faversham, Kent. 
Commemorated on the Rangoon Memorial, Myanmar. Face 4. 
John was killed in action during the attempted crossing of the river Shweli, Burma
